
Terms and Conditions of the Fishartz-Ebben Brothers Memorial Scholarship 
 
1. Candidate must be a high school senior from Brown, Outagamie, Calumet and Winnebago counties in 

Wisconsin. 
2. There will be two scholarships given out. One will be only for a Kaukauna High School senior while 

the second will be open to any high school senior that attends school in one of the four above WI 
counties. 

3. The candidate must attend post high school education within 2 years of graduating high school. 
4. Fishartz UA will treat every candidate�s entry for the scholarship equally. All applications and essays 

will be read and decided on by the Fishartz board. 
5. The scholarship winner promises to use money for only educational expenses in conjunction with their 

post high school education. 
6.  The scholarship winner agrees to provide a first semester itemized tuition bill showing paid as well as 

a first semester transcript to prove they have met the C or above GPA requirement. 
7. We agree to pay out the full scholarship in one lump payment at the time the scholarship winners 

provides us with the required above information. 
8. The scholarship winner agrees to not use the money for any illegal activities. 
9. The winner agrees to allow Fishartz UA the use of their name, voice, picture, likeness or anything else 

that would identify the winner without any payment or rewards. This information would be used to 
promote Fishartz UA and the scholarship. 

10. The winner agrees to pay any fees or taxes that the scholarship may bring. 
11. The board of Fishartz decides all winners. All winners are final.  
12. Scholarship applications that are not received by the due date on the application will not be eligible for 

the scholarship. 
13. Any fraudulent acts by a candidate or winner will result in a full and immediate disqualification to all 

past, present, and future scholarships that the individual would have been eligible for. 
14. This list of rules and conditions may change at anytime by Fishartz UA and their board as new rules 

are made and voted on.
